
Third Party Validation and Verification:
⊲⊲ Carbon Intensity (CI)/Fuel Pathway Validation and Verification

⊲⊲ Independent third party must (1) validate fuel pathway applications; and (2) verify fuel pathway 
holder’s annual fuel pathway report

⊲⊲ Review of feedstocks, energy consumption, co-products, production output, transport 
mode(s), and any other factors contributing to the CI

⊲⊲ Must be able to find reasonable assurance of no material misstatement

⊲⊲ Transaction Verification

⊲⊲ Independent third party must verify accuracy of all production, import and exports reported in the 
LCFS Reporting Tool (LRT)

⊲⊲ Same reasonable assurance standard

⊲⊲ Fuel pathway validation begins in 2020

⊲⊲ Verification begins in 2021 (for 2020 and 2019 data)

LCFS Verification Program

In 2019, the California Air Resource Board (CARB) is implementing a mandatory verification program for 
LCFS participants requiring that fuel pathway holders submit to third-party validation and verification service 
providers.
